
Why Let Limitations Enslave You?

<<First Name>>, as you read this special letter that I have written to you, you will discover that the choices you make and the actions you take are truthfully, independent of any limitation you can imagine. An action or choice can be made whether or not a limitation is set and does not need a limitation in place in order for that action or choice to be made. A limitation is actually birthed by an action or a choice. The limitation is dependent on the action because without the action, a limitation couldn’t have been placed upon it. Realize that the limitation can not exist without the action first. In this lies the secret to successfully breaking the chains of limitation attached to you. 
<<First Name>>, the limitations we experience are those of are making. When we apply a limitation to an action, we deny the possibility of the best outcome. We allow limitations to reshape our actions when it really should be our actions breaking through limitations. By implementing limitations onto your choices and actions, you only strengthen the hold that limitation has over you. The key to a successful life is to reject the process of concerning your actions and choices with limitations. Recall that limitations are dependent upon and birthed from actions. When you analyze the the phrase, “I can not” you see that the phrase depends on “I can”. “I can not”, the limitation, isn’t formed without “I can”, the action or choice.

This is similar to the young child who learns that touching a fire is dangerous, but touches a fire for the first time anyways. The child knew something but didn't act on what was known. This process is how people live life, knowing something but not acting on the knowledge. In order to successfully free oneself of limitations, one must change their thought process. If you notice, successful people have a completely different mindset than other people. Successful people have changed their minds from the limited-mind to the unlimited mind, a mind that breaks limits placed around it. When you begin to act on this, you will see that you will continuously grow closer to the Lord. Why? Because there is no limit on how close you can get to God. You will notice that more and more money will continuously flow into your direction. Why? Because there is not limit to the amount money you can attain when you have a limitless mind.
